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DESCRIPTION: Perennial, grows to 8 in., colonial, spreads slowly. 
Bold, bright green, heart-shaped leaves in early spring. Flower 
dark red-brown, 1-1/2 inches across in April to May and are 
typically hidden under leaves.

CULTURE: Prefers shade. Excellent ground cover, durable and 
carefree. Easy to grow in rich organic soil. Drought intolerant.

ECOLOGY: Evolved to attract small, pollinating flies, but now 
are mostly self-pollinating. It is thought the flies have either 
gone extinct or didn’t follow the plants north after the last 
ice age. Seeds dispersed by ants. Alternate food source for 
Pipevine Swallowtail.
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
